Champion Livestock Showmanship 

*Class is open to Grand and Reserve Champion Showmen in Sheep, Swine, Beef, Dairy Steer
 
and Goat Showmanship contests. This class is optional, however, if the 1st and 2nd place
 
winner for any division decides not to participate. He or she will be replaced. If he or she has
 
qualified in another species, they will choose which species they will represent and the next
 
placing in the other species will be eligible.

*Participants will be required to show in four showmanship classes: beef or dairy steer, sheep,
 
swine and goats.
 
*Scoring - Each class will be placed separately, based primarily on the contestant's
 
showmanship ability. Adult volunteers and the livestock judge will judge each species.
 
Placing for each class will be totaled. The contestant with the highest score will be declared
 
the winner.
 
*Participants will not be allowed to select their own animals.
 
Selections will be made by the 4-H Dept.
 
*Awards will be presented to the top showmen in this contest.
