SECTION 175 - RABBITS/CAVIES 

•	 All 4-H exhibitors must meet 4-H rabbit project reqUirements. 
•	 Projects must be started by June 1. 
•	 Exhibitors may only have 2 entries in a class and may not exceed a total of 6 rabbits. 
•	 Purebred rabbits must be true to breed, papers not required. Utility rabbits are those raised for meat or 

fur. All rabbits must have a tattoo or waterproof marker number in the ear and recorded on the entry 
as registration number. 

•	 Rabbit exhibits are to be entered and health checked on Saturday or Sunday from 12 noon to 4 p.m. 
Health check must take place before rabbits are placed in cases. 

•	 Rabbits under 3 months and pregnant does will be sent home. 
•	 Exhibitors are responsible for the care and feeding of their rabbits. 



•	 Rabbits will be inspected upon arrival for general health soundness, ear mites, cold, injuries, or any 
ailments that might affect the other rabbits. Any rabbit not passing the health examination must be 
removed from the Fair within 24 hours by the owner or the Fair Association will remove them. 

•	 Each exhibitor is to bring feed and water dishes for their entries. Please mark these with your name. 
Crocks are required. 

•	 Cloverbuds may enter one rabbit. 
•	 Planning to sell rabbits? Contact the Rabbit Barn Superintendent.
