Enclosed for your information is the .~nimal Health Requirements document for animals 
attending New York county and state talrs. This is the document that should be published in 
your fair premium books. An electronic version is also available on our website at 
www.agmkt.state.nv.us under "Fairs and Events". 

New for 2009 is the Bovine Viral Diarrhea-Persistent Infection (BVD-PI) negative test 
requirement for llamas, alpacas, guanacos and vicunas (new world camelids). In addition the 
TB test requirement has been eliminated. As you recall we implemented the BVD-PI 
requirement for cattle in 2008. This is the same once in a lifetime test that has now been 
extended to include new world camelids and is required for county fairs, youth shows and the 
New York State Fair. Like any new requirement the challenge is getting the information out to 
the exhibitors. This is particularly important for outside exhibitors like petting zoos. An 
information sheet is enclosed that you are encouraged to copy and distribute to your exhibitors. 

The fairs will remain responsible for the checking of the EIA (Coggins) charts for horses 
entering horse events on the fairgrounds. The horse event report must be submitted to our field 
staff within 14 days of the conclusion of the fair. 

The summary of interstate health requirements is enclosed. You may wish to supply this 
information to your out of state exhibitors including petting zoos, rodeos, racing pigs, circuses 
etc. to help avoid problems at fair time. 

Representatives of the Division of Animal industry will be in contact with their assigned 
fairs to review these requirements and address any concerns prior to the fair. Questions can 
also be directed to our office at (518)457-3502 or james.gray@agmkt.state.ny.us .
