
11. It is mandatory that all market participants attend 2 educational clinics/or activities during the project year. A publ ic 

presentation on a livestock topic will count as one activity. This requirement may be waived for FFA entries if the Vo. 

Ag. Instructor signs a waiver stating that the member has participated in classroom instruction dealing with livestock 

management. Also, college students registered in an animal science major or minor may count that as their 2 
requirements. This waiver must be submitted with the steer entry. 

-12. Each steer entered must arrive at the fairgrounds before 4:00p.m. the day before the fair opens. Health papers are to 

be turned in at weigh in. 

13. Steers must be feed, cared and groomed by the official owner. Limited assistance by other Cattaraugus County 4-H 

and FFA members is allowed if necessary. It is understood that all animals entered should be clipped and fitted before 

the opening day of the fair. 

13 A. There shall be no adhesives or paint used on any market animals. 

14. An extra fee will be deducted from any members check that removes animal or does not properly feed and care for hiS 

or her animal until the release time set by the fair association. Animals that are left after release must be properly 

secured. 

IS. All market animals must conform to the Animal Health Regulations as stated by the NY State Department cf Ag and
 

Markets.
 

16. The foregoing rules and policies are intended to supplement those in the Cattaraugus County Fair Premium Book. In 

case of conflict, the foregoing will take precedence. 

17. Participation in the 4-H and FFA Market Show and Sale implies acceptance of the foregoing policies and rules by the 

participating member and his or her parents. 

18. A copy of the negative results from your required BVD test are due to the 4-H office by May 15th. 

19. Exhibitors must sign a quality assurance pledge.
