FOR YOUR INFORMATION..• 

•	 All animal, domestic and contest entries must be received by the 4-H office by the 
entry deadline. Entries can be mailed, faxed, or delivered in person. Late entries 
cannot be accepted. Space will be allotted in the barns and Youth Center based on 
entries. 

•	 All 4-H Dairy animals will be housed in the 4-H barn. Open Class dairy animals will 
be housed in the Open Class barn. 

•	 Tags and a judging sheet for the Youth Center entries will be made by the Fair 
Secretary and will be available to 4-H members on judging day. 4-H members 
must return their judging sheet to the designated location in the M.E.D. Youth 
Center after all items are judged. Ms. Bonnie Moore and her assistant(s) will be 
available for questions. Judging results are processed and premium checks are 
printed using this judging sheet. Make sure the sheet is legible. If there is no 
judging sheet, there will be no premium check. 

•	 Each 4-H member entered in a fair department is eligible to purchase a wristband 
entitling him/her to free gate admittance for Fair week. Any member who plans to 
enter through the gate to care for an animal is required to purchase this wristband, 
unless he/she is already a member of the Agricultural Society. Snack Shack 
workers need to be entered in a Fair deparmtnet in order to be eligible for the 
wristband. The wristband does not include amusement rides. 

•	 Only members who have pre-entered in animal, domestics and contests will be on 
the 4-H list at the front office. 

•	 A parent needing to drive onto the fairgrounds to carry feed, hay, supplies, etc. for 
his/her 4-H child (hooved animals only) will need a current year vehicle pass to 
display on his/her vehicle. Only one pass will be distributed, so if you own more 
than one vehicle, decide which you will be using during the week. Check at the 
front office for your vehicle pass. 

•	 Camping is available on the grounds. Check with the Fair office for more 
information. Children will not be allowed to camp on the fairgrounds without adult 
supervision.
