ACTIVITY “Cloverbud Banner”

Materials: paper, glue, markers, decorations, old sheet or pillow case,
scissors, coat hanger, tempera paints*, paint brushes, cup of water, rags, and
stapler

*1/4 cup of tempera paint can be made by mixing 2 tablespoons of egg yolk
with 1 tablespoon of water and stirring in powdered paint pigments or poster
colors with a clean paint brush. One part liquid starch to two parts pigment
will work also.

Make a club banper to post at meetings with projects and ideas {rom the Cloverbud members.
1. Cut sheet or pillow case to fit the width of the coat hanger. Make it as long as you like.

2. Paint a colorful scene, picture, or design on the cloth, or use some of the methods described in
earlier “Weaving and Dyeing” activities. The banner could be made at the same time the other
projects are being made, using the same materials and methods.

3. Letdry.
4. Bend top of banner over the boltom of the coat hanger and staple into place.

5. Hang to display.
